Enclosed you will find an application that will be used to select dance groups to perform
during Celebration 2008. The Deadline for Dance Group Applications is March 22, 2008. If
your group is interested in performing, please return the enclosed application. Applications will
be reviewed by the SHI Board of Trustees Celebration Committee, and a letter of invitation will
be sent out by April 3" to notify those groups who are selected to participate.

Our Board of Trustees has set a standard of selection for dance groups that represent
Tlingit, Haida and Tsimshian cultures. They have identified clan-based dance groups, those that
focus on language revitalization, and dance groups that have a long history of Celebration
participation will be given priority consideration for scheduling while maintaining a balance
between tribal Nations. We also encourage participation from other Northwest Coast dance
groups representing tribes neighboring our traditional boundaries and those that have a history of
trade relations with Southeast Alaska. In addition, one guest group will be selected from outside
our cultural region by special invitation from our Board of Trustees.

After receiving your invitation letter, additional registration information will be requested
such as a list of your dance members including their Native name, tribe and clan, a signed waiver
of release for your group and each individual member, your group's arrival/departure times and
any specific scheduling requests. We will be offering a special discounted admission rate for
those groups who complete their registration in advance. Dance groups who miss the
application or registration deadlines will not be eligible for the discount.

Please remember that Celebration would not be possible without financial support from
community sponsors, dance groups, and a whole network of volunteers. If you or your group
would like to contribute or volunteer please contact Sealaska Heritage Institute.
